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Antisemitism: An Introduction
At its most basic level, antisemitism is a “certain perception of Jews, which 
may be expressed as hatred” rhetorically and physically. Antisemitism often 
charges “the Jews” with conspiring to harm humanity and is used to blame 
“the Jews” for “why things go wrong.”1 

The word “antisemitism” was coined in 1879 by Wilhelm Marr, a German 
ultra-nationalist and white supremacist. Marr’s form of racist antisemitism 
culminated in the Holocaust, when Nazi Germany murdered 6 million Jews, 
along with many millions of others. His term is now used retroactively 
to describe centuries of belief and behavior that led to physical violence, 
discrimination, and marginalization against Jews across Europe, the Middle 
East, and elsewhere. 

Unfortunately, neither Nazi ideology nor antisemitism died when Germany 
was defeated in WWII. Today, antisemitism is resurgent in Europe, the 
United States, and parts of the Muslim world. It comes from all quarters: the 
far-right and far-left in the West and some leading institutions and regimes 
in the Middle East. 

According to the ADL’s Global 100 study, the world’s highest levels of 
antisemitism can be found in the Middle East.2 Across the region, Jews and 
Israelis are frequently depicted in images and words that are nearly identical 
to Nazi propaganda. This is no accident.

In the following pages, we will show the similarities between Nazi 
propaganda and modern antisemitism in the Middle East and detail how 
Nazis directly influenced modern Middle Eastern attitudes toward Jews.

The Nazi Roots Of Modern
Antisemitism In The Middle East

In the 1930s, Nazi Germany began cultivating radical Arab nationalists and 
Islamists, many of whom were already antisemitic. A number of these Arab 
nationalists came to support Hitler, and dedicated themselves to his cause. 
Chief among them was Palestinian leader Haj Amin al-Husseini. He and 
hundreds of Palestinians lived in Germany during the war, as he formed an 
alliance with the leaders of the Third Reich. He made regular radio broadcasts 
of Nazi antisemitism to the Arabic-speaking world, and recruited Bosnian 
Muslims into two SS divisions.[3] After the war, he returned to the Middle East 
and led the violent campaign to prevent Israel’s establishment. This led to 
the 1948 war started by the Arab side, which lost. Meanwhile, other Nazis 
also fled and ended up working for Arab governments spreading antisemitic 
propaganda.4 Today, the Nazi-style mixture of medieval and modern antisemitic 
imagery – and the depiction of Jews as a diabolic world force intent on global 
domination – saturate the Middle East. This racism is destructive for Arabs 
and Israelis alike. It has been and remains a central obstacle to a just and 
lasting peace.

While the antisemitic images and words that follow may seem preposterous to the 
rational mind, they nonetheless have deadly power and must be taken seriously.

The Protocols of the Elders of Zion is a fabricated 
antisemitic text purporting to describe a Jewish plan for 
global domination. It was first published in Russia in 1903, 
translated into multiple languages, and disseminated 
internationally in the early part of the 20th century. The 
Nazis used the Protocols as propaganda against Jews 
despite having been exposed as fraudulent by The Times of 
London in 1921.
